3) Groups: Everyone will meet 
in a small group at some 
point during the week to 
watch a 40 Days of Purpose 
video and share in a discus-
sion.   

All ages in our church will be learn-
ing the same information. Children, youth, and 
adults will have the opportunity to memorize a 
weekly Bible verse.   

What will happen in worship? 
The five purposes of a purpose 
driven life form the themes for each 
Sunday of campaign. The campaign 
begins at the Kick-Off Worship on 
Sunday, April 26 at 10:00 a.m. with 
Rick Warren sharing a message via 
DVD.   

On Sunday, May 3, Pastor Howard 
will preach on the basic question, 
ñWhat on Earth Am I Here For?ò On 
Sunday, May 10, he will preach on 
ñWorship: You Were Planned for 
Godôs Pleasure.ò On Sunday, May 

17, he will preach on 
ñFellowship: You Were Formed to 
be Part of Godôs Family.ò 

Due to the committal of the ashes of 
his father-in-law, Pastor Howard 
will be away on Sunday, May 24, but 
we will welcome the Rev. Lowell 
Avery, Pastor of Cleveland Drive 
Presbyterian Church, Cheektowaga 
to our pulpit. Pas-

tor Avery will preach on 
ñDiscipleship: You Were Created to 
Become like Christ.ò On Pentecost, 
Sunday, May 31, Pastor Howard will 
preach on ñMinistry: You were 
Shaped for Godôs Service.ò A Minis-
try Fair will follow this worship ser-
vice to give people opportunities to get involved in a 
ministry.  The whole idea is to get people to look at 
their own lives and then what they can do in Godôs 

What is the Forty Days of Purpose?   It is a 40-
day churchwide spiritual growth campaign focused 
on providing insight for those who seek to answer 
the question, ñWhat on Earth am I here for?ò 

Who has done it?  Starting Sunday, April 26 and 
ending Sunday, June 24, we will join tens of thou-

sands of churches worldwide who 
have done or will do Forty Days of 
Purpose, an interdenominational 
study based on the best-selling 
book, The Purpose Driven Life by 
Rick Warren, founding pastor of 
Saddleback Church in Lake Forest, 
Calif.  These numbers include 
many Presbyterian churches, in-
cluding Cleveland Drive Presbyte-
rian Church in Cheektowaga, New 

York. Pastor Warrenôs book is not a textbook, but a 
devotional with 40 days of individual meditations to 
help each participant develop a personal devotional 
life. 

How does the Forty Days of Purpose work?  
While each of us search for the unique answer as to 
why God created us, we will learn there are five ma-
jor purposes for our existence according to the 
Word of God.  The 40-day journey includes three 
opportunities of participation ð individual, group, 
and weekend services.  These three components are 
briefly defined as follows: 

1) Sunday Worship:  Pastor 
Howard will introduce a new 
theme in his sermon every 
Sunday of the campaign. 
Each Sundayôs worship will 
combine music, drama, and 
art to begin our understand-
ing of the theme of the week.  

2) Individually: Each partici-
pant will have a daily personal de-
votional reading from The Purpose 
Driven Life . 

kingdom. On Trinity Sunday, June 
7, Pastor Howard will preach on 
ñMission: You Were Made to Tell 
Others about Christ.ò 

Then, on Sunday, 
June 14, we will 
have a Celebration 
in which we will 
come together to 
give thanks to God for what God has done during 
the Forty Days of Purpose. We can expect to hear 
powerful stories of lives changed by discovering 
Godôs purpose for life. 

When do I get the book and how will I know 
what to read when?  At the Kick-Off, The Pur-
pose Driven Life book will be handed out, along 

with a reading 
schedule for the 
Forty Days. 

How do I get 
into a small 

group? You have two ways in which you may get 
into a small group. First, you can sign up at Cen-
tral Terminal in the Narthex or in Fellowship Hall 
before or after worship, beginning Sunday, March 
15 and ending Sunday, April 19. Second, you can 
come to the Connection Event on Sunday, April 26 
following the Kick -Off Worship when all the small 
groups will get oriented in a fun -filled hour of shar-
ing.  

How much will it cost? We will ask each mem-
ber for a freewill donation of $7 to offset the cost of 
The Purpose Driven Life and $5 to offset the cost of 
the small group study guide. However, if you can-
not afford this offering and wish to participate, you 
will receive the book and study guide free of charge.  

Whatôs expected of me?  At the Kick-Off Wor-
ship Service, Pastor Howard will ask you to fill out a 
Campaign Commitment Card, which asks you to do 
three things:  

1) To hear all seven messages in the series, 
The Purpose Driven Life. 

2) To read The Purpose Driven Life book 
every day for the next 40 days. 

3) To join a 40 Days of Purpose small group.
